Manding for Information examples

What

Show the student a bag and say  “I have something in the bag for you.”  Prompt:  what is it?  (You can run this with boxes and baskets as well) 

Hide an item in a box that makes noise, such a small key electronic key chain that makes noise. Press the button to make the sound.  Prompt “what is that sound?”

Put down 3-4 pictures of items for the child to tact.  Point to the first one and say what is it?  Then point the next one and have him tact all of them.  The last picture should be an unknown picture. When he goes to tact that picture, prompt him to ask, “What is this?”

Tell the child; we are going to go do something fun.  Prompt “What are we going to do?”

Set up a game with an item missing and say, “something is missing.”  Prompt what is missing?

Tell the child, Let’s go play.  Then prompt What are we going to play?  The item should be something reinforcing.

Have walkie-talkies and say something to the child but very quietly.  Prompt the child to say What did you say?  Make the answer something very reinforcing, like “ I said we are going to McDonald’s”

Fill a stocking with reinforcers and prompt the child to ask, “What’s in the stocking?” and let him play with the toys as you remove them.

Shake a plastic easter egg and when the child looks up, prompt them to say “what is in there?”

Which

Show the student an item.  Once he mands for that item put it in one hand and then prompt him to ask, which hand?

Place a preferred item in a box that is not see thru.  Have 2-3 different boxes on the table.  Tell the child:  there is something in a box for you. Then prompt him to ask, “Which box is it in?” Run this across many containers; boxes, baskets, bags

Show the child a plate with 3-4 preferred items on the plate.  Tell the child you can have one of these.  When he starts to grab for one, say not that one.  When he starts to grab for another one, say not that one.  Then prompt him to ask:  “which one is mine?”

Tell the child, while in a room with many doors, there is something behind that door for you. Prompt Which door?

Have 3-4 bags/presents on the table and tell the child that one of them is for him.  Prompt the child to ask “Which one?”

Give the child a toy, such a Mr. Potato head, and have pieces that would fit in big potato and little potato heads.  Prompt the child to ask “which one fits?”

Where

Present a container with a reinforcer inside and say “I have some candy for you.”  Run this 2-3 times.  On the 4th trial, present the container with no candy inside.  Prompt the child to ask, “Where is the candy?”

Tell the child we are going somewhere fun.  Prompt him to say, “Where are we going?”

Give the child a toy with multiple pieces (puzzles, Mr. Potato head, etc).  Give the child all the pieces except one.  When he starts to look for that piece prompt, Where is the (item name)?

For children who have a EO for letters or spelling, give them the letters to spell a word leaving out a letter.  When they come to that letter, prompt them to ask “Where is (letter name)?

Stop an activity that the child likes and say we are going somewhere.  Prompt Where are we going?, and the answer should something more fun.

Tell the child to go get something that is needed to complete a task.  When they go to get that item, move it so it is not where it should be. Then prompt, Where is ______?

Give the child lunch with no utensils and prompt, “where is my spoon?”

Have the child make an art project and do not give them the scissors.  Prompt the child to ask where are the scissors?

Tell the child he can watch a movie.  Put the movie in the VCR and then say push play.  The remote should be hidden.  Prompt the child to say Where is the remote?

How

Give the child an item that he cannot open and prompt him to ask How do you open it?  (Make sure the item has something inside that he would want)

Under the table, press a button that will make a sound the put in on the table. Prompt the child to ask How did you do that?

Tell the child it is time to go outside and then take them to a door that is locked.  Prompt him to ask how do you open the door?

Make something that they like and show them.  Then prompt How do you make that?

Say let’s make a _____.  (item that child would like).  Prompt him to ask how do you make that?  (i.e. Let’s make a house out of legos)

Who

Hide a piece of a toy and when the child ask Where is it?, then say someone one has it and then prompt Who has it?

Say someone is coming over to see you and prompt Who is it?, then say who it is and they should bring a reinforcer with them.

Say someone has a toy for you and prompt Who has it?

Show the child pictures of people both known and unknown.  Have him tact the known people then when he comes to an unknown person, prompt Who is that?

While the child is watching TV, have someone else turn of the TV with the remote. Prompt the child to say Who did that?

When


Place a desired item on the table and when he mands for it say you cannot have it now.  Prompt him to ask When can I have it?  Then say after you _____ (time should be short at first)

When the child asks to go outside and you are willing to let them go outside, then say “not now” and prompt When can I go outside?

Why

Do something such a putting a shoe on your head and then prompt, Why did you do that?

When the child is engaged in something fun, stop that activity and then prompt Why did you do that?  Tell him because I wanted to take you to McDonald’s.
